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Called Together Appeal Update 
We don't have a lot to report this week, but we do have a bit to share: we have finally crossed 80% of our 
diocesan goal in donations received! This means that we're able to provide 80% of the funding required 
for our smaller parishes, missions and ministries throughout the diocese. The appeal year doesn't end 
until June 30th, so we hope that parishioners will continue to keep all these needs in mind and help 
support the appeal both financially and in prayer. 
 
Parish rebates toward project goals are now in excess of $60,000. Nine parishes are currently above their 
share of the diocesan goal and the excess is being returned to them for the projects they have identified. 
 
A couple of parishes did make some substantial gains over the past two weeks: Sacred Heart Cathedral 
added more than 31% to their total to reach 132% of their share of the diocesan goal and are nearly at 
100% of their total combined goal. Notre Dame Parish in Dawson Creek also had an increase of over 10% 
to reach 84% of their portion of the diocesan goal. Great work to the parishioners of both parishes! Our 
Lady of Peace in Chetwynd also had an increase of 3.5% to reach 26% of their goal. 
 
We did receive a few more donations that arrived too late for inclusion in this report but will be added to 
the next one in two weeks. 
 
A big thank you to everyone who continues to support the appeal, and we ask you to keep the needs of 
the entire diocese in your prayers. 
 

CCCB Sends Letters to the Hon. Pierre Poilievre and Hon. 
Mark Holland Regarding Charitable Status and MAiD 
On March 10, 2025, the CCCB sent two letters to the federal government. The first, addressed to the Hon. 
Pierre Poilievre, Conservative Party Leader and Leader of the Official Opposition, was regarding concerns 
about proposals made by the federal Standing Committee on Finance to change eligibility criteria for 
charitable status. Such changes would make it so that organizations which support the advancement of 
religion or pro-life initiatives will no longer be eligible for charitable status. 
 
The second letter, addressed to the Hon. Mark Holland, Minister of Health, was regarding a recently-
concluded “national consultation” on expanding Medical Assistance in Dying (MAiD) in view of introducing 
advance requests.
